Proposed Zoning Change

Mayor Westergaard opened a public hearing on the proposed re-zoning of the lot at 112 S. Lake Street from R2 – Single / Duplex Residential to R-3 Multi-Family Residential at 7:02 p.m.  This lot has the following legal description:  Lot 1-B Except the East 18' Except the South 15' of Nash's 2nd Addition. 

The City Clerk/Administrator acknowledged receipt of a letter signed by 34 neighboring property owners opposed to the proposed re-zoning.


Andy Meredith explained the proposed project, stating that he would like to construct a one-story, L-shaped tri-plex at 112 S. Lake Street.  Each unit would have a double garage and living area exceeding 1,100 square feet. To show what type of construction was planned, Mr. Meredith showed photos of similar structures.


Bob Nansteel spoke about the procedure for changing the use of a piece of property and commented that this looks like “spot zoning.”  It was noted that the P&Z recommended against this re-zoning and that this is outside the jurisdiction of the Board of Adjustment.


Lynn Dunn stated that this is spot zoning.  He had talked with an attorney who noted that changing the zoning of one parcel to the detriment of others is spot zoning.  Mr. Dunn provided the Council with the state code regarding spot zoning.  He noted that neighborhood residents have to live within the bounds of the zoning ordinance and this property should have to also.  He said he did not have concerns with the Meredith’s, but that the future is uncertain.


Lon Buse referred to the letter signed by 34 of the neighbors and noted that five more people have signed the letter of opposition.  Mr. Buse also read a letter of opposition from Dave Bruscher.


Dave Snyder noted that there are around 45 people who have stated that they are against the re-zoning by signing letters of opposition and he stated that a re-zoning ought to be of benefit to the community and can’t see a benefit if so many people are opposed.  Dave also noted that Irwin Street is only 25’ wide and this narrow street will contribute to congestion.


Terry Smith spoke of snow removal concerns and concerns about storm water.


Andy Meredith spoke with the Council of the positive economic impact to the City regarding property taxes and utilities.  Andy also presented a sheet he had prepared to answer concerns previously aired regarding parking, trespassing, congestion, and property values.


Justin Snyder stated that the re-zoning is not of public benefit, but only benefitting the Meredith’s.


Tammy Smith spoke about traffic congestion issues.

Mayor Westergaard closed the public hearing on the proposed re-zoning of 112 S. Lake Street at 7:24 p.m.

Councilor Steinkamp stated that he would like to meet at the site to visualize the proposal and to seek input from the two Council Members not present.  The Council also requested an opinion from the City Attorney regarding the issue of spot zoning.

Electric Rate Study

Andrew Ross from NMPP Energy presented the cost of service and retail rate study which they recently completed.  This study identified the need for annual rate increases over the next five years, with a 14.9% increase proposed for 2011.  Mr. Ross identified three areas that are the major causes of increased costs in the Electric Department:  1.  Increases in wholesale power costs from WAPA totaling around 70% in the past three years;  2) additional transmission costs of $100,000+ annually since the City was forced to join MISO, and 3) the costs of two Ice Storms depleting the cash reserves.  

The Council was in agreement that Mr. Ross proceed with designing rates based upon an overall revenue increase of 14.9% and that the rates between classes may vary by +/- 3% to bring each class closer to its cost of service.

Future WAPA Contract

Bill Leners, Electric Superintendent, updated the Council about the proposed extension of the City’s contract with WAPA that expires in 2020.  Although the renewal date is 10 years off, WAPA has begun the rulemaking process needed to renew these contracts.

Water, Sewer & Garbage Rates  

The City has an ordinance stating that water and sewer rates will be adjusted annually based on the Consumer Price Index.  The CPI for 2010 is 1.1%.  The Council briefly discussed the option of having a larger increase, but decided to stay with the 1.1%.

The Sac Co. Landfill will likely be increasing their tipping fees and their per capita assessments in 2011.  The City will not know until January at the earliest how much these will increase.  The City will likely increase the retail rate of garbage collection (likely through an increase in the cost of the garbage bags), but no action was taken by the City Council pending further information from the Sac Co. Landfill.

Sac County Endowment Foundation

The City Clerk/Administrator reviewed the financial status of the Electric Department and presented bills for the Ice Storm which had been received to date as well as an estimate of expenses for inventory which will be ordered to replenish the supply used during the Ice Storm.  Including all of these current and future expenses, the balance of the Electric Fund is expected to become negative.

The Council discussed the possibility of issuing debt to cover the cost of the Ice Storm.  The Council also discussed establishing a line of credit of up to $200,000 which can be accessed if needed.  The Council decide to proceed with establishing a line of credit with Farmers State Bank.  The line of credit will be valid for one year at an interest rate of 1%.  Motion by Schroeder, second by Steinkamp, to approve Resolution # 10-40:  “Resolution to Fix a Date for a Public Hearing on an Electric Revenues Loan Agreement in a Principal Amount not to Exceed $200,000.”  Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Foval-North, Laney, Schroeder, Steinkamp.  Absent: Huss.  Motion carried.

Motion by Steinkamp, second by Laney, to authorize payment of the following bills relating to the November Ice Storm:  Texoma Powerline $155,201; Boulders Inn & Suites $3,920; and Kathy’s Korner $ 2,567.73.  Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Laney, Schroeder, Steinkamp.  Abstain:  Foval-North.  Absent: Huss.  Motion carried.

The City has retained NMPP Energy to conduct an electric cost of service study.  NMPP has submitted the financial pro forma on which the study will be based.  The Council reviewed the pro forma which indicates that annual increases of electric rates are needed. The increase for 2011 is estimated to be 14.9% and the increase for 2011 is estimated to be 11.9%.  These increases are necessary to offset increases in wholesale power costs from WAPA, increased transmission costs since the City had to join MISO, and expenses from the two Ice Storms.  Andrew Ross from NMPP Energy will be at the next Council meeting to present the cost of service study.
Wall Lake Police Contract

Police Chief, Ted Helmich, was present to discuss the City’s contract with the City of Wall Lake to provide police protection which expires on June 30, 2011.  The City Clerk/Administrator presented a detail of Police Department costs and revenues from the contract.  The Council discussed whether to seek to renew the contract and discussed potential contract costs.  No action was taken.

Community Club:  Consider Coordinator Position

The Community Club has discussed creating a part-time paid position to help implement the Marketing Plan.  The Community Club wants to be a partner with the City and other organizations to fund this position.  At a recent meeting the Community Club committed $4,000 for 2011 toward this position.  

The Council discussed the need for this position and agreed that this is needed to assure that the Marketing Plan is implemented in the best way possible.  The Council agreed that this position will be employed by the Community Club and that the City would be a partner in financing the position.  Councilor Steinkamp expressed his support for establishing this position and his desire that the person have marketing experience. Canoe Rentals
Pastor Ross Craig was present to discuss the proposal of the Siouxland Youth Ministry to rent canoes at the City parking lot in Town Bay.  The City Clerk/Administrator reported that there would be no additional liability costs to the City for allowing this and that the City will require proof of insurance. Community Events Sign: Cora Lahr stated that the Community Club wants to apply for a Sac County Endowment Foundation grant to fund 50% of the costs of replacing the manually changed sign by the bike arch to a full-color electronic sign.  

The cost for the sign is around $ 27,000.  The Community Club will seek funding from the SCEF, the Men’s Club, and the City.  The Community Club has agreed to fund $4,500 and the Men’s Club will consider this at their upcoming meeting.  Motion by Foval-North, second by Schroeder, for the City to commit $4,500 to this sign project.  Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Foval-North, Huss, Schroeder, Steinkamp.  Nays:  Laney.  Motion carried.

Camp Crescent Coupon Program:  Cora Lahr also stated that the Community Club would like to organize a cooperative advertising and couponing program for campers at Camp Crescent.  The Community Club is asking for permission to distribute printed materials to the campers, this likely is a one-page sheet advertising Community Club businesses and offering special promotions or discounts.  

Further, the Community Club asks the City to look into an e-couponing program so that when a Camp Crescent customer makes an Internet reservation they receive a confirmation e-mail and hopefully the Community Club could attach an advertising or coupon sheet onto this confirmation e-mail.  Motion by Laney, second by Steinkamp, to approve the Camp Crescent couponing program.  Roll call vote:  All ayes.  Motion carried. 

Christmas Candlelight Walk:  Cora Lahr stated that the Community Club is sponsoring this new Christmas event on Saturday, December 11th beginning around 5:30 p.m.  Participants will gather at the museum and walk with lit candles through Camp Crescent, along the lakeshore, up 3rd Street to Main Street.   The Community Club will ask that City staff remove one section of rails from the split-rail fence around the campground and remove snow from a walking path through the campground and along the lake if necessary.  The Community Club further asked the Council’s permission to block off the intersection of Main  & 4th Streets where a campfire will be placed in an elevated burn pit.  Motion by Laney, second by Huss, to approve holding the Christmas Candlelight Walk and to approve the requests to remove a section of split rail fence, remove snow if necessary, and grant permission to hold a campfire on Main Street.  Roll call vote:  All ayes.  Motion carried.

Part-time Staffing:  Cora Lahr stated that now that the Marketing Study is complete, the Community Club wants to make sure the plan is implemented.  The Community Club is mulling over the idea of a part-time paid person to be the “lead ambassador.”  This person will work on priorities set by the Community Club and will be the person who “does the legwork,” meets with businesses, works on logistics of events, helps with marketing, etc.  It is the hope that this person can work a few (maybe 5-10) hours per week at a wage around $10 / hr.  The Community Club has not made a decision on this issue, but asked the Council for some feedback.  The Council commented that they can see the merit of having a person to coordinate the community’s marketing efforts, but they have many questions.  The Council asked for a plan addressing such questions as:  What are the job responsibilities for this position?  Who sets the priorities for this position to implement?  Who will pay the wages of this position?  No action was taken pending further information.  

Black Hawk Lake Trail, Phase 1

Utility Rates  


Electric:  Results of the Cost of Service Study will be presented by NMPP Energy at the next Council meeting.  This will suggest a retail rate increase.


Water & Sewer:  Per an ordinance adopted in 2009, the City is to change water and sewer rates annually at a rate equal to the Consumer Price Index (CPI-U).  For the most recent twelve months, the CPI-U is at 1.0%.  This increase does not allow for any reserve to be accumulated for capital projects.  The City Clerk/Administrator will prepare an option showing a 3% increase.  No action was taken.


Garbage:  Councilor Schroeder discussed how Sac County currently recycles, the fact that the price for recycling has increased, and that the landfill commission is exploring other options regarding how recyclables are collected and sold.  The City Clerk/Administrator reviewed the financial status of the City’s Garbage Fund and noted that the fund has lost money for each of the past six years.  The City is considering an increase in garbage fees.  The Council discussed increasing the base fee or increasing the cost per bag and is in favor of increasing the cost per bag, likely to $1.50 per bag.  No action was taken.

City Clerk/Administrator Report.

Judy Kramer discussed the Kolbe Endowment, noting that a gift of around $62,000 was given to the library by the Kolbe’s to “be placed in a separate endowment.”  Mrs. Kramer also reviewed recent capital improvement projects undertaken by the Library.  


Dave Peterson reviewed the project and the anticipated costs.  The proposed project includes: (1)  placing foundation piers under the north-east corner of the foundation (this has been completed at a cost of $9,000); (2) placing push piers under the concrete slab at a cost of $67,200; (3) repairing cracked walls and painting at a cost of $6,540; and (4) replacing all floor coverings with an estimated cost of $9,000.


Revenues to fund this project would come from:  $20,000 from the Kolbe Endowment, $10,000 from the Renze Foundation, $5,000 from the Friends of the Library, and private fundraising.  The City has agreed to match private fundraising up to $10,000. 


Rich Clinesmith noted that all items in the building must be removed.  The Board wants to pursue a permanent solution so that the items will not need to be moved again in a few years.


Jean Huegerich reviewed the Library’s fundraising plans.  A fundraising mailer will be sent out this month.  


The Library Board President, Karen VanMeveren, asked for permission to proceed with the project as proposed and asked the City to fund the remainder of the project.


The Council and the Library Board discussed financing the project with funds from the Kolbe Endowment and then having the City reimburse these Kolbe funds over several years.  

Motion by Steinkamp, second by Laney, to approve the project as proposed, to approve fund-raising, and to approve the use of up to $50,000 in funds from the Kolbe Endowment, said funds to be repaid to the Kolbe Endowment at $5,000 per year for 10 years with 3% interest.  Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Huss, Laney, Schroeder, Steinkamp.  Absent: Foval-North.  Motion carried.  The City Attorney will prepare a loan document.
Road Use Tax Report

Both banks have offered an interest rate of 1% as a show of community support.  The Mayor & City Council expressed their thanks to the banks for this support.  Mayor Westergaard closed the public hearing at 7:02 p.m.
